Carolina, Tennessee, Texas and Virginia., Also, there
is to be a meeting of the Presidents of the Southern
States at Convention and Mrs, Paschall will surely
have chance for a good exchange then. .

The Atlanta resignations and the attendant
publicity will undoubtedly make for difficulties for
many local Southern Leagues, both for those that have
Negro members and for those that do not, It is there~
fore important, we think, that at this time no special
publicity be given to those Leagues with Negroes in
their membership.

We are glad to know there is a possibility
that you will be at Convention., We can understand

your "grandmother pull", but I'l still hope to see
youl
